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Rules & Regulations of Brockton Stadium

T No pets are allowed inside the premises or on the fields.

2 Only players, Coaches, and referees are permitted on the playing field and
track surface. Parents and spectators are strictly limited to the bleachers.

3 No food or gum is permitted on playing field or track surface.
4 No skateboarding or bicycle riding inside the facility.
5 No glass containers are permitted in the facility.

6 Violence of any sort will not be tolerated and will result in removal from the
facility by the Toronto Police Service.

7/ Smoking is not permitted anywhere in the facility.

8 Absolutely no drugs or alcohol permitted in the facility. Failure to
comply will result in loss of rental privileges and/or removal by the
Toronto Police Service.

9 No loitering.

10 Parents are responsible for the conduct of their children. Children under the
age of 12 must be accompanied by an adult at all times.

171 Rental time is 115 minutes long, starting on the hour.
Teams must vacate the playing field 5 minutes prior to the
end of their rental period.

12 Parking on Brockton Stadium premises is not
allowed under any circumstances.

13 Field rentals may be cancelled due to unforeseen circumstances or poor
field/weather conditions

14 Sporting FC Staff are to be respected at all times. Failure to adhere to this
term will result in immediate termination of field rental privileges and loss of
deposit.

15 All Brockton Stadium Facilities, including washrooms, dressing rooms, and
players’ benches must be left clean after each field rental. Teams not meeting
this condition will: 1) be given a warning after first incident; 2) be issued an in-
voice for clean-up fees after second incident; 3) lose field rental privileges after
third incident and loss of deposit.
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
